WHEREAS, emergency medical services are a vital public service, having been requested more than 130,000 
times in the past year with more than 7,000 requests for children experiencing illness or injury; and

experience sudden illness or injury; and 

WHEREAS, emergency medical service providers have served Montanans without hesitation during the 
COVID-19 pandemic and continue to serve Montanans by assisting with vaccination efforts; and 

WHEREAS, the emergency medical services system consists offirst responders, emergency medical 
technicians, paramedics, 9-1-1 dispatchers, firefighters, police officers, educators, nurses, physicians and 
hospital staff, and these individuals, whether career or volunteer, engage in thousands ofhours ofspecialized 
training and education to enhance their ability to save lives;
