• Hearing must occur within 60 days of placement 
• Complete and submit a court affidavit prior to the hearing 

Placement recommended 

Youth discharge from placement with aftercare services in place, which could include: 

• Targeted Case Management 
• Home Support Services 
• Medication Management 
• Outpatient Therapy 

Ongoing information on the 
placement must be submitted 

at Foster Care Review 
Committee meetings and at 

permanency hearings 

Permanency staffings 
held every 90 days 

Division Administrator approval 
required for placements 
exceeding: 

• 6 months, consecutive or 
non-consecutive, for youth 
12 and younger 

• 12 consecutive months for 
youth 13 and older 

• 18 non-consecutive months
