Infant and Early Childhood Mental Health Consultation 

• Allison outlines the necessity for IECMHC- presentation to be 
sent out to participants. 

• Montana is facing a critical situation regarding early 
childhood poverty, health, and mental well-being, 
compounded by workforce instability. Efforts like the IECMH 
initiative show a long-term commitment to addressing these 
challenges through systemic reform, capacity building, and 
cross-sector collaboration. 

Key Challenges Facing Young Children in Montana 

Poverty and Insurance Gaps: 

• Over 20% of Montana children under age 5 live below the 
federal poverty line. 

• 7% of these children are uninsured, highlighting significant 
health care access issues. 

Health and Mental Well-being: 

• Montana ranks 30th in the U.S. for early childhood health 
factors. 

• Youth and adolescents show higher-than-average rates of 
anxiety and depression. 

Systemic Workforce Issues: 

• The child welfare system has a turnover rate over 40% (as of 
2024), indicating instability and staff shortages.

Why It Matters 

To the State: 

• Rising child welfare cases. 
• Growing behavioral challenges, particularly in the post-

COVID era. 

To the Workforce: 

• Elevated staff turnover and burnout. 
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• Loss of institutional knowledge due to frequent personnel 
changes. 

To the Individual: 

• Implied personal and societal consequences of ignoring these 
systemic issues. 

Montana’s Response: IECMH (Infant & Early Childhood Mental 
Health) Journey 

• Began in 2010 with state consultation and systemic dialogue. 
• 2016–2017: Expansion through Project LAUNCH grants, 

addressing home visiting, pediatrics, and early education. 
• 2019: Workforce development efforts to improve capacity. 
• 2023: Strategic partnerships formed to create a unified 

workforce with Mountain Pacific and University of Montana.
